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RIDDLES & RHYTHMS

Bonnie shares riddle songs, musical guessing games, and  melodious mysteries in  her a sing-along, move-along, play-along concert, Riddles and Rhythms.  


Designed to complement the “Get a Clue” summer reading theme, this highly participatory show includes a Comanche musical guessing game, the traditional Yiddish riddle song, “Tumbalalyka,” and Bonnie’s original piece, “Guess What I Am.” Presenting a culturally diverse repertoire of both traditional and original music, Bonnie also helps children craft their own suggestions of everyday mysterious disappearances—backpacks, glasses, and a single flip-flop— into a song improvised on the spot. In Monty Harper’s “Hanging Out With Heroes In The Library,” Bonnie sings the clues, and children supply well-loved characters from favorite books, which Bonnie encourages children to read and enjoy.


 With movement, singing, and instrument play, Bonnie inspires children of all backgrounds to join in her songs and music games, experiencing the power and fun of participatory music making. This program can be adapted to be age-appropriate for pre-school, primary grade, or upper elementary grade audiences. It can also be tailored to suit family audiences with children of all ages.
